| Situations for Obeervation of Skill |

Ohbservs the infant ininteraction sith an adult wha is talking to the infart.

Elicitation Strateqy

Ask the adult to imitate the infant's sounds. Give the infant several secands ta respand befare repeating the interaction.

Whenthe infant makes sounds and the adult imitates these sounds within the child s repertaire, the infant is stimulated 1o repeat the sounds ta
g=t anather respanse. This is the beginning of a canversation,

‘ Routines-besed Intervention {Embedded Instruction?

Encaurage early chifihoad sducatars and parents ta hawe camversations with the infant by taking turns with sounds. Hawe the adult imitate the
infant's sounds. Give the infant sewveral seconds to respand befare repeating the interaction. L s impartant for adults ta begin this early turn
taking in talking ard in play.
