The m ssion of New Hope Charter School is to develop within its students the
intellectual capacity and personal habits and character qualities necessary
to live independent, healthy and productive lives as paragons of a free and
j ust society.

Educational need and Targeted Student Population of the Proposed Charter School:

Note: The education program described herein is deened by the applicants
Board to neet the need of the targeted student popul ation in Chat ham County.
A menber of the applicant Board, Norman Ceorge, is also a nenber of three
ot her applicant Boards currently seeking charter approval. These ot her
charter applicants are James Mdi son Acadeny (Wake County), Pinnacle Charter
School (Durham County), and Frontier Acadeny (Union County). Since M.
Ceorge is the lead applicant for each Board and primary drafter of each
application, the education program described is identical to that being
adopted by the three other applicant Boards.

Chat ham County has a popul ati on of approxi mately 66,503. Durham County has
a population of approximately 284, 618. Wake County has a popul ation of
approxi mately 965, 060. The racial nmakeup of all three <counties is
predom nately Wiite, then Black and finally Hi spanic. The achi evenent gap
anong races and ethnicities is a problemfacing the nation. Qur school wll
reside in Chatham County near the borders of Wke and Durham Counties
allowing a nore broad spectrum of students fromall races and ethnicities to

be reached wth a quality education. |In addition, childhood obesity is a
concern in these areas which New Hope Charters educational nodel will help
addr ess.

The traditional public school system was designed for a 19th Century
agricultural society. It was successful for that day and age as the
majority of children lived in rural areas and that |evel of education was
adequate to prepare themfor work and their role as citizens. However, with
the advent of the Industrial Revolution and the new Information Revol ution,
the world is not as large as it once was. Qur society has drastically
changed and now our expectations for schools nust change also. In times
past, there was very little school choice available to children except for
those fromfamlies with the finances to pay private school tuition.
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Children went to a school as determined by their zip code or the street
where they lived. Today, in what is a true grass roots effort, parents are
pushing for nore options for their children. Parents and educators
recogni ze that a "one-size fits-all" school does not fit the needs of al
students. G ven the econonic realities of the global econony, parents want
their children to have nore opportunities than they thensel ves had and they
know a quality education is essential for that to occur. Furthernore, today
we are living in a global econony. The current generation of students wll
not just conpete on a local, state or even national |evel; they nust conpete
internationally. Technology has changed the world dramatically; many jobs
that were once tied to a city, state or region are now able to be located in
another city or state and even another country. It is inperative the United
States neet and exceed the educational results achieved by other countries
so that Anerican students of all races and ethnicities can be ready for the
chal l enges of a global econony. Pl ease see Appendix S for additional
i nformation.

2. What will be the projected enrollment at the charter school and what percentage of the Average
Daily Membership (ADM) does that reflect for the local LEA(s) that may be impacted?
The total enrollnment for New Hope Charter School is projected to be
approximately 929. Chathams (8,109), Durhams (33,072) and Wke's
(150,544) Average Daily Menbership allotnments amunt to 191, 725. 929
students woul d i npact the three LEAs at only 0.48%

3. Explain how the charter school's education plan will compare to or differ from that of the local
LEA(S).

The education plan described herein includes curriculum from the Core
Know edge Sequence which is used by charter and traditional public schools
in North Carolina and in other states. However, New Hope Charter School is
not nodeled specifically after any one of those. This application is
simlar to those proposed by other Athlos affiliated applicant Boards.
Wil e the educational plan utilizes the Core Know edge Sequence, we do not
intend to be an official Core Know edge school. Many other schools such as
traditional public schools also utilize the Core Know edge Sequence, but are
not Core Know edge school s.

The Core Knowl edge Sequence is defined as "a detailed outline of specific
content and skills to be taught in |anguage arts, history, geography,

mat hematics, science, and the fine arts. As the core of a school's
curriculum it provides a coherent, content specific foundation of | earning,
while allowing flexibility to nmeet |ocal needs." Core Know edge is content

specific, coherent, cunulative and content rich. The specificity of the
Core Know edge Sequence distinguishes it from other curricula. By clearly
speci fying inportant know edge in |anguage arts, history, geography, math

science, and the fine arts, the Core Knowl edge Sequence presents a practi cal
answer to the question, "What do our children need to know?" \ile nost
provi de general guidelines concerning skills, they typically offer little
help in deciding specific content. The specific content in the Core
Knowl edge Sequence al so provides a solid foundation for skills instruction.
Addi tionally, because the Sequence builds know edge systematically year by
year, it helps prevent repetitions and gaps in instruction that can result
from vague curricul ar guidelines.

New Hope Charter's educational programw | include The Witing Road to
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Readi ng program by Spal ding Education and the Saxon Mathematics program
Both are strong core subject progranms that fully support and powerfully
i npl enent Core Know edge. Participation will also be encouraged in academ c
conpetitions and extracurricular activities such as Student Council and math
& science clubs. Core Know edge neets and exceeds the North Carolina
Essential Standards and the Common Core Standards. The Witing Road to
Readi ng program and Saxon Math are also both aligned to the Commobn Core
St andar ds.

W believe that there are universally inportant civic and ethical virtues
that are the foundations of a free and denocratic society, such as respect,
responsibility, t rustwort hi ness, fai rness, caring, cour age, grit and
di li gence. W will use the Core Virtues program and resources from the
Center for Cvic Education, and other resources as appropriate. The Core
Virtues programis a non-sectarian, literature-based programaligned to Core
Know edge which provides interesting and neaningful opportunities to
cultivate character through the pronotion of basic noral, civic, and
intellectual virtues. W wll reinforce the traitsthrough expectations in
the academic curriculum the character-fitness program and other student
| eadership opportunities. By relating these character strengths to life
| essons when students fall short of academc, fitness, athletic, |eadership,
and behavior goals and standards, staff wll use consistent vocabulary to
encourage students to apply these traits to learn from adversity and to
recommt to school expectations that is appropriate at each age |evel.

New Hope Charter has partnered with Athlos Acadeny to provide an athletic
curriculumtailored to students spanning each grade |level for 30-60 m nutes
each day, four tines per week depending on grade level. This curriculum
w || enphasize bal ance, coordination, technique, relative strength and the
i ntroduction of essential nuscul ar novenent patterns, all of which are vital
to establishing an athletic foundation, injury prevention and a long-term
enj oynent of physical activity and exercise. Please see Appendix U for nore
i nformati on.

Pur poses of the Proposed Charter School: In one page or less, describe how the proposed charter
school will achieve one or more of the six legislated purposes, as specifically addressed in the NC
charter school statute GS 115C-238.29A, and the proposed school's operations.

The Six Legislative Purposes of a Charter School are:

1. Create new professional opportunities for teachers, including the opportunities to be responsible
for the learning program at the school site.

2. Hold schools accountable for meeting measurable student achievement results.

3. Provide parents and students with expanded choices in the types of educational opportunities
that are available within the public school system.

4. Improving student learning.
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5. Increasing learning opportunities for all students, with a special emphasis on at-risk or gifted
students.

6. Encourage the use of different and innovative teaching methods.

New Hope Charter School wll use the Core Know edge Sequence to guide its
academ c program in order to inprove student |earning (Legislative Purpose
#4). \While nore conmon in charter schools in North Carolina, it is a mjor
i nnovation as being a curriculum sequence that is coherent, cunulative and
content specific both vertically (i.e. from first to second grade) and
hori zontally (i.e. fromclassroomto classroomin the sane grade). The Core
Knowl edge Sequence is researched based and has denonstrated inprovenent in
i ndi vidual students as well as inprovenent in entire schools. A study
conducted by researchers at Trinity University in conjunction with the
Ofice Research and Evaluation of the San Antonio |ndependent School
District found the foll ow ng:

Mohegan School (located in the innernbst South Bronx serving primrily

Latino and African American students): the average inprovenent per pupil
over a school year in the Total Language Arts Battery was nore than tw ce
the average inprovenent in the district. Aside from outperformng

nei ghboring school s, Mohegan's disciplinary problens went down and
att endance went up.

Three QOaks Elenmentary (located in Fort Mers, Florida): a three year
| ongi tudi nal conparison of Three Oaks and a control group in the district
found that although the control school began the study wth higher scores,
over a three-year period, Three QGaks overtook and surpassed the control

school. As neasured by the Total Battery of the California Test of Basic
Skills, the nean at Three Oaks noved from 94 points bel ow the national nean
to a point above it. The standard deviation in students' scores narrowed

from 65.77 to 33.64, indicating (as did other neasures) that the |owest-
perform ng students were being raised to the nean. D sadvantaged students
made the greatest relative inprovenent. Pupil suspensions dropped to zero
and teacher and student attendance increased sinmultaneously wth higher
scores on standardi zed reading tests.

A recent article in the Press Enterprise credits the inplenentation of Core
Knowl edge as the direct reason for Bryant Elenentary's marked inprovenent in
acadenmics: "Bryant's Academ c Perfornmance | ndex, based on the states annual
standardi zed tests |ast spring, shot up 41 points to 814, on a scale of 200
to 1,000 with 800 as the statew de goal. The school nade Adequate Yearly
Progress goals under No Child Left Behind for the first time in at |east
seven years" This achievenent occurred in just tw years after the
i npl enentati on of Core Know edge.

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New Hope Charter will work to ensure all students are well prepared to
achieve their fullest potential in college and beyond. Besides the North
Carolina state mandated tests, faculty will also utilize data driven testing
such as the Northwest Eval uation Associations (NWEA) MAP test. The results
from MAP all ows schools to link the RIT scale to the proficiency levels from
state assessnments and nonitor student progress toward the proficiency
standards for their states. The MAP test also allows the school to connect
state standards to state-aligned MAP tests, as well as connecting state
standards and the DesCartes continuumof |earning to teacher reports.

New Hope Charters K-8 curriculum includes |anguage arts (reading, witing,
granmar and usage, dramm, poetry, fiction, nonfiction, speeches, sayings,
and phrases), world and American history, geography, science (life, earth,
and physical), mathematics, visual arts, and nusic. W wll support the
Core Know edge Sequence by specific curricular resources and prograns
including the Spalding Mthod, Junior Geat Books, and Saxon Math. Core
Know edge, Spal ding Method, and Saxon Math are all aligned with the Common
Core Standards. The opportunity for participation in academ c conpetitions

and extracurricular activities will supplenment this curriculum New Hope
Charter seeks to inplenment practices to offer opportunities for students who
are working above and bel ow grade |evel. For students working above grade
level in mathematics, our comon grade |evel schedule for mathematics

i nstruction acconmodates their participation in appropriate grade-level work
in the math program Curriculumdifferentiation opportunities will continue
to be offered in all classroons.

The Sequence serves as the foundational planning docunent in each classroom
Core Know edge topics are aligned with state and district standards, and
curriculum plans are developed for teaching all requisite topics and
standards. New Hope Charter will inplenment Core Know edge through a nmulti-
year professional devel opnent process. Ext ensi ve professional devel opnent
will occur prior to school opening. Faculty and adm nistration will create
a school -wi de i npl enentation pl an.

K-8 Curriculum and Instructional Design:

Describe the basic learning environment (e.g., classroom-based, independent study), including class size and
structure.

New Hope Charter wll be utilizing a devel oper specializing in charter
school developnent to design the facility. The school facility will be
approximately 75,000 square feet in total. The building will be outfitted
with Cat-5 (or higher) wiring to allow high-speed internet connections al ong
wWth sone designated wreless access points throughout the facility. The

facility will include approximately 42 classroons that are 850 square feet
each to allow anple space for our academc program (the final classroom
nunbers will be determned as demand dictates). In addition to the
cl assroons, the building will contain a nedia/library room state of the art
science lab, nusic room and art room |If budgetary constraints allow, New
Hope Charter will investigate the possibility of providing SMART Boards in
each classroomto fully-integrate technology into the nodel. A SMART Board

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is a series of interactive whiteboards that use touch detection for user
i nput such as scrolling, right-nouse click, etc. A projector display is
used to display a conputers video output on the interactive white board,
whi ch then acts as a | arge touch screen.

Qur school wll be equipped with a full-sized indoor, climte controlled
gymasi um In addition to the gymmasium New Hope Charter intends to
install a 6,000-9,000 square foot indoor turf training facility that
provi des nore space for our fitness curriculum

New Hope Charter's kitchen will be a full-sized comercial grade kitchen
wth the flexibility to cater food in or prepare our own food depending on
budget considerations. Next to the kitchen is the cafeteria, which will be

2,400 square feet in size, allowng our students to interact in a spacious
envi ronment .

The m ssion of New Hope Charter School is to develop within its students the
intellectual capacity and personal habits and character qualities necessary
to live independent, healthy and productive lives as paragons of a free and
just society. The Core Know edge Sequence provides the foundation for
preparing students intellectually. In order to prepare students, a
curriculum nmust be content specific, coherent, cumulative and content rich.
To deliver effective instruction, a first grade teacher nust know what is
being taught in Kindergarten and in second grade. As discussed earlier,
know edge builds on knowl edge. Core Know edge has a denonstrated history of
i ncreasi ng academ c achievenent in both public and private schools which is
the nost inportant goal in grades K-8.

The Core Virtues curriculum provides the foundation for preparing students
characters. In order to develop a strong character students nust be
provided with an education in basic noral virtues needed to function in a
free and denocratic society. Students nust be educated in foundational
virtues such as fairness, cour age, respect, ki ndness, di li gence,
responsibility, etc. Core Virtues aligns with the Core Know edge Sequence
and provides the intellectual foundation in developing a strong character.

In partnership with Athlos Acadeny, New Hope Charter will provide students
with the tools to develop a fit body. Wile Core Virtues educates students
on virtues, the Athlos Athletic Curriculum is designed so that students
devel op performance character. For instance, |eadership is caught nore than
it is taught. In order for students to develop this characteristic, they
must be provided with actual opportunities to display |eadership. For nore
information on how the Athlos Athletic Curriculum enhances academ cs,
character and a healthy body, please see Appendi x U.
3. Describe the primary instructional strategies that the school will expect teachers to master and explain
why these strategies will result in increased academic achievement for the targeted student population.
All our teachers will enploy a cohesive set of research-based instructional

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nmet hods and approaches, supported through training they will receive from
hi gh-quality professional developnent providers such as the nationally
recogni zed Pr of essi onal Lear ni ng Communi ti es ("PLCs"), Mar zanos
Instructional Strategies, and Quantum Learning. Addi tional information
regarding PLCs may be found on Appendix V. Qur instruction nethods include
a powerful mx of direct (explicit) instruction, teacher |ecture,

differentiated instruction, nodeling, guided practice, cooperative |earning,
i ndependent practice, and individualized instruction that increases student
engagenent and significantly reduces behavioral issues in the classroom
These nethods have proven to be effective with a wi de range of students,
including those who are currently performng below grade |evel, English
Language Learners, and those students with special needs. The consistent
use of these instructional nethods and classroom nmanagenent techniques at
all grade levels will provide a strong, predictable, and self-reinforcing
conponent to the overall school culture. This consistency wll also
continue to provide a foundation of wunderstanding and support wth all
parents.

W will offer opportunities and enploy specific strategies for students who
are working above and bel ow grade |evel. For students working above grade
level in mathematics, we wll provide opportunities for acceleration. In
addi ti on, curriculum differentiation opportunities wll be avail able
including targeted and flexible grouping practices. NVEA' s MAP test
provi des teachers with the tools to define flexible groups for instruction
and personalized instruction. Curriculumdifferentiation opportunities wll
be offered in all classroons. W wll| also pronote co-curricular and extra-
curricular activities such as science fairs, spelling bees, public speaking
contests, etc.

Through the PLC collaborative inquiry process, teachers will use data from
ongoi ng assessnents to identify the needs of individual students. Shared
strategies to inprove student Ilearning are developed and inplenented
col | aboratively neeting the needs of students below, at, and above grade
| evel .

New Hope Charter will mrror the Chatham County district school cal endar.
The first and last day of school and vacation days will mrror Chatham
County's 2014- 2015 school year as well as the instructional days. W desire
that our school calendar be simlar to the area's traditional public schools
so that our students remain connected to their respective conmunities.

In keeping with our mssion to assist students developing a healthy life,
our daily school schedule differs from traditional schools wth the
integration of our athletic curriculum where children get 30-60 m nutes of
exercise a day for four days a week, depending on grade level. The fitness
program bl ock will be staggered by grade |level so that there are typically
no nore than three small groups at a tinme in the athletic facility. For an
exanpl e of an individual teacher's schedul e, please see Appendi x B.

I ntervention support, through teachers,
par apr of essi onal s, and conputer assisted instruction will be used in level 2
of RTI. In level 3 of RTI, Student Study Teans (SSTs) convene if a series

of progressive interventions and scaffolded instruction do not vyield
appropriate, neasurabl e student progress.

Additionally the Spalding Method's The Witing Road to Readi ng approach is
effective in assisting English Language Learners and students with | earning
di sabilities. The Nati onal Readi ng Panel identified the follow ng
conponents for effective instruction to English Language Learners: (a)
phonem ¢ awar eness, (b) systematic phonics, (c) vocabulary, and (d) fluency.
Al'l of these conponents are integrated parts of The Witing Road to Readi ng
and diagnostic teaching is enbedded wi thin making adaptations part of the
daily instruction. The Spalding Method website quotes as follows: "Unlike
nmost prograns that teach spelling, witing, and reading in separate units,
Spalding's integrated instruction reinforces skill and concept acquisition
and provides nultiple opportunities for practice and application. Wor d
usage, handwiting, and syllable division are taught in spelling and
reinforced in the witing |esson. Integrated instruction is especially
i nportant for students unfamliar with the sounds and conventions of spoken
and witten English.™

Throughout the school, staff wll wutilize a range of research based
instructional nethods that assist English Language Learners. This includes
Total Physical Response, and Language Scaffolding and other nethods. The
schools staff wll be using Professional Learning Conmunities to further
i nnovate teaching strategies for English Language Learners and find other
assessment tools to enable ELL teachers to change strategi es when necessary.
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NWEAs Map test will also provide data to assist the school in tracking an
i ndi vi dual ELLs progress.

Curriculum differentiation has been shown to significantly inprove the
quality and quantity of learning for all students. New Hope Charter wll
utilize curriculum that is differentiated to best neet the needs of each
i ndi vi dual student. This successfully-proven teaching nethodology wll
continue to include acceleration, depth, conplexity, and novelty.

* Acceleration: The rate at which a student progresses through curricul ar
mat erial may be adjusted over tine to reflect a need to nove nore quickly or
a need to give nore tinme in a particular area of study. Teachers will pre-
assess to determne which students have already nastered concepts to be
taught. Those students who have mastered the concepts currently under study
will be given the opportunity to delve nore deeply into those concepts.

* Depth: Developing a thirst for knowl edge in students requires nurturing
interests that may not have been previously revealed by a cursory study of a
subj ect. The study of one or nore subjects in greater depth than allowed by
the core curriculumw Il increase all students' understanding and ignite in
sone the desire to search even deeper.

* Conplexity: Many children quickly master being a student. They easily
learn to nenorize and, to a certain extent, use facts in order to pass
tests. True learning and creation of new know edge requires going beyond
and maki ng connections rarely achieved in our classroons today. Teachers
may create environnents that foster this type of |learning by adding
conplexity to the core curriculum

* Novelty: Many students conme to us with a passion for |earning about a
particul ar subject. Encouraging a student to pursue this passion, often
with an independent study contract, can lead to the discovery of new
know edge (for the student and sonetines for mankind), as well as the
di scovery of new passions to be followed. Students will be encouraged to
find and follow an interest through an i ndependent study contract.

W will offer opportunities and enploy specific strategies for students who
are working above and bel ow grade |evel. For students working above grade
level in mathematics, we wll provide opportunities for acceleration. I n
addition, curriculum differentiation opportunities wll be available
including targeted and flexible grouping practices. NAEAs MAP test provides
teachers with the tools to define flexible groups for instruction and
personalized instruction. Curriculum differentiation opportunities will be
offered in all classroons. W wll also pronbte co-curricular and extra-
curricular activities such as science fairs, spelling bees, public speaking
contests, etc.

Through the PLC coll aborative inquiry process, teachers will use data from
ongoi ng assessnents to identify the needs of individual students. Shared
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strategies to inprove student |l|earning are developed and inplenented
col l aboratively neeting the needs of students at and above grade |evel.

Core Know edge topics encourage and notivate
students to develop their skills; it's nore interesting to read about
stinmulating topics rather than the sane basals - especially with the need
for repetition. Repetition doesn't have to be the sanme nmaterial - but can
be the same reading vocabulary used in different selections, for exanple.
Adapting Core Know edge topics to neet special needs should be a rewarding
experience for student and teacher."”

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Through New Hope Charter's partnership with Athlos Acadeny, Athlos Acadeny
has investigated curriculum adaptati ons for adaptive physical education for

students with special needs. In August of 2001, the Departnment of Education
released a report entitled "Creating Equal Opportunities for Children and
Youth with Disabilities to Participate in Physical Education and
Extracurricular Activities." The report indicates that physical activity is

4.5 tinmes lower for children with disabilities than their peers wthout
disabilities. The report acknow edges that there is |limted understanding
on how research for children without disabilities translates into guidance
for physical educational prograns directed to children with disabilities.
However, given that physical activity for disabled children is so low, it is
especially inportant that special needs children receive physical education
instruction. The report recommends that the patterns of teaching nust be
altered to pronpote instruction rather than conpetition to ensure that the
i ndi vi dual student is making progress. The school will be appropriately
nodi fying general physical education activities using concepts such as
decreasing distance, using |lighter equipnment, Ilowering and enlarging
targets.

W
will make every effort not to displace a student who is being retained, but
will be on a space available basis. Students are required to denonstrate

that they have mastered grade-|evel expectations in order to be pronpted to
the next grade. G ade-level expectations are based on the follow ng: scores
on achi evenent tests, teacher evaluation of students abilities and effort,
students notivation level, proficiency assessnents, parental involvenent and
famly commtnent to supporting the students academ c achievenent, and
attendance. Wien a student is identified as being at risk of retention,
parents/guardians will be notified in witing as early in the school year as
practical . Par ent s/ guardi ans shall be provided an opportunity to consult
with the teacher(s) responsible for the decision to retain the student.

The schools mssion statenent was adopted as a response to the need and
parent demand our board perceives in eastern Chatham and western Wke
Counties for both a rigorous acadenmc program and a systematic, and
effective approach to inculcating and reinforcing the noral character traits
and healthy personal habits likely to propel a student to success in school
and beyond, and which counteract the negative consequences of noral decay
presently having a great inpact on Anerican society at large. The Board
menbers contain parents from Chatham County and nenbers who have been
involved in the charter school novenent for over 15 years. Al'l Board
positions have been fill ed.

The budget projections are based upon the experience of board nenbers in
overseeing the financial operation of other charter schools in NC The
enrollment targets are determned by seeking economes of scale,
particularly as it pertains to affording the school facility the board
antici pates occupying. This facility is designed to acconmodate the
curriculum and character devel opment program of the proposed school and the
rent is anticipated to be about 20% of revenues, or |ess. The board
believes there exists sufficient demand in the targeted market to achieve
the enrollnent assuned in the operating budget. However, if such demand
should not materialize, the board is prepared to inplenent cost cutting
nmeasures necessary to avoid deficit spending. The break-even point for
student enrollnent is approximately 600 students. Al t hough the budget
reflects the sanme education program being adopted by other charter
applicants in different locations within NC, care is being taken by this
board to ensure the inplenentation of the program and the corresponding
budget is adjusted in order to fit the specific funding levels of the
particul ar | ocation of this proposed school.
