	Finding Detail: Cash Management - During the review, it was noted that the School Nutrition Team does not consistently ensure that funds are counted in a secure, designated location. This practice does not align with federal internal control requirements outlined in 2 CFR § 200.303, which mandate that non-Federal entities establish and maintain effective internal controls over federal awards to safeguard assets and ensure compliance with program requirements.
Counting funds in unsecured areas may compromise the integrity of financial operations and increase the risk of loss, theft, or misappropriation. Instances of unsecured money counting were observed at
Candor Elementary School, East Middle School, and Montgomery Central High School.

	Finding Detail: During the Administrative Review, it was observed that the School Nutrition Program’s Procurement Plan did not reflect the current USDA’s micro-purchase threshold of $10,000 - $50,000
(with certifying documentation). As a result, some micro-purchases exceeded the allowable limit.

	Other – After School Snack Program (ASSP)

	Finding Detail: During the on-site Administrative Review, it was determined that corrective action will be required for the Afterschool Snack Program (ASSP) menu due to non-compliance with the final meal pattern rule changes effective July 1, 2025.
Specifically, the menu did not reflect the updated requirement regarding fruit and vegetable juice limits. Per the USDA’s Final Rule, juice may not be offered more than half of the total fruits and vegetables served over the course of the week.
The current menu, as written and implemented, exceeds this threshold. To ensure compliance, the site must revise its snack menu to limit juice offerings accordingly and ensure that whole fruits or
vegetables are served at least half the time across the weekly service period.
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
