Finding Detail: On the day of review at Hickory Ridge High School, eight (8) meals were non-
reimbursable due to an insufficient component selection. Students selected Chicken Bites (2 meats and
1.25 grains), and two (2) other components, one-half (1/2) cup of fruit and one-half (1/2) cup of
vegetable. Since the Chicken Bites did not contain two (2) grains and a dinner roll was not available
for these students, the students needed another full serving of fruit or vegetable since one (1) cup of
fruit or vegetable must be selected for the reimbursable meal. A potential reclaim exists for eight (8)
non-reimbursable meals at lunch; the amount of the potential reclaim is $8.96.
