The status of the household was then changed from denied to the correct
eligibility status as determined by the new income amount received in the eligibility software.

(March 20, 2018) included: leftover cooked spaghetti sauce in the freezer dated 3/12/18; a two (2)
pound yogurt container dated 2/27/18; leftover sliced deli turkey dated 3/11/12; and leftover tomato
salsa dated 3/8/18.

Finding 2: The FC-1A Annual
Financial report that was submitted for June 30, 2017 indicated that the SFA has 5.9115 months
operating balance and did not submit the required spend-down plan to the State Agency. Finding 3: As
of June 30, 2017, the School Nutrition Program had student meal charges of $ 38,041.41 ($35,051.99
active students and $3,032.42 withdrawn students) for the 2016-17 school year. All bad debt must be
reimbursed to the School Nutrition Program by September 30th of each school year.
