Finding Detail: A review of production records from December 19, 2018 revealed milk was a missing
meal component for the whole lunch meal service due to a failed milk delivery. The ninety-seven (97)
lunches claimed for reimbursement are subject to reclaim as a result of the missing component. A
reclaim for a missing meal component for ninety-seven (97) lunch meals served will be assessed in the
amount of $105.89. Finding 2: On the day of review the last fifteen (15) students served did not have a
choice of two (2) varieties of milk, only one percent (1%) unflavored milk was available. Finding 3:
The last six (6) students served lunch on the day of review (January 15, 2019) missed the opportunity to
choose the milk component, due to running out of milk. The six (6) lunch meals are subject to reclaim
due to the missing meal component. A reclaim for a missing meal component for six (6) lunch meals
served will be assessed in the amount of $5.22. The total amount of the reclaim due to the missing milk
component in December 2018 and January 2019 is $111.11.
