Finding Detail: During breakfast, the person marking the roster was at the beginning of the service line
instead of the end of the line once the students receive a reimbursable breakfast. Students do not
provide a token of exchange (PIN number or their name) to the person marking the rosters.

Finding Detail: Grains offered with the salads and the yogurt trio are insufficient to meet the weekly
minimum of eight (8) ounce equivalency for the K-8 meal pattern. Field trips and early release days
were planned in January 2019 and February 2019 for students at Washington County Early College
High School. The fruit component in the bagged lunch was insufficient by one-half (1/2) cup since
students are required to have one (1) cup to meet the daily minimum requirements in Grades 9-12.
The following dates had insufficient fruit offering for the Washington County Early College High
School: January 10, 2019 - thirty-seven (37) lunches; February 13, 2019 — Thirty-eight (38) lunches;
and February 15, 2019 — forty-two (42) lunches. This is a reclaim of thirty-seven (37) lunches for
insufficient fruit; the total amount of the potential reclaim for January 2019 at lunch is $125.43.
There is a reclaim of eighty (80) lunches for insufficient fruit; the total amount of the potential reclaim
for February 2019 is $271.20.
