	Certification and Benefit Issuance – Validation of the SFA’s certification of students’ eligibility for free or reduced-price meals benefits

	Finding Detail:	 In accordance with 7 CFR 245.6, School Food Authorities (SFAs) must ensure that household applications are reviewed and approved accurately based on the eligibility criteria established in federal regulations and the current income eligibility guidelines. One household application, which included two (2) students, was incorrectly approved for free meal benefits. Upon review of the eligibility documentation, it was determined that the household’s income information supported eligibility for reduced price benefits, not free benefits. The potential reclaim for the National School Lunch Program is $3.60 and for the School Breakfast Program is $1.20. The $600.00 error thresh hold has not been met; therefore, no reclaim will be assessed. The eligibility status was subsequently corrected to reduced price.

	Verification – Validation of the process used by the SFA to confirm selected students’ eligibility for free and reduced-price meal benefits

	Finding Detail: In accordance with 7 CFR 245.6a(e)(8), when verification results in a reduction or termination of benefits, the School Food Authority (SFA) must provide the household with written notice of adverse action and allow ten (10) calendar days from the date the notice is sent before implementing the change in benefits. During the review of verification documentation, it was determined that one application originally approved for free meal benefits was verified and the student’s eligibility status was changed from Free to Paid. However, the notice of adverse action provided to the household did not allow the required 10-day advance notification period prior to the decrease in benefits. As a result, the SFA did not fully comply with federal verification requirements related to the timely notification of adverse action before implementing a reduction in meal benefits. The required notification period is intended to allow households adequate time to appeal the determination or provide additional documentation before the change in benefits takes effect.

	Meal Counting and Claiming – Validation of the SFA’s meal counting and claiming system that accurately counts, records, consolidates, and reports the number of reimbursable meals claimed by category

	Finding Detail 1: In accordance with 7 CFR 210.7(c), meal counts must be taken at the point of service, where it can be determined that a reimbursable meal has been served to an eligible student. Meal counts for the Exceptional Children and Pre-K students were not consistently taken at the point of service where it could be verified that a reimbursable meal had been served to an eligible student. Recording meals in the POS system before the meals are received by the students does not ensure that the meal was served and therefore does not meet the point-of-service requirement.
Finding Detail 2: During the breakfast observation at North Moore High School, the breakfast server was using an iPad from the back of the serving line to record student meals in the Point of Sale (POS) system. This practice may result in meals being counted and claimed before students reach the point of service where it can be verified that a reimbursable meal has been selected. Recording meals from the back of the serving line does not ensure that the student has received a complete reimbursable meal at the time the meal is counted. Additionally, this practice may indicate the use of a shared drawer or shared POS access during meal service.
