	[bookmark: _Hlk25565556]Finding Detail 1: The Afterschool Snack Program (ASSP) menu does not comply with the final meal pattern rule changes effective July 1, 2025. The menu does not reflect the updated requirement regarding fruit and vegetable juice limits. According to the USDA’s Final Rule, juice may not account for more than half of the total fruits and vegetables served over the course of the week. In addition, grain‑based desserts do not contribute toward the grain meal pattern requirement. As currently written and implemented, the menu exceeds these limits. To ensure compliance, the SFA must revise its snack menu to align with the Afterschool Snack Program meal pattern requirements.
Finding Detail 2: The school did not consistently maintain proper documentation, verifying that all required meal components were served each day in the required quantities. Following the manager’s last day on December 1, 2025, the person placed in charge had not yet been fully trained and was receiving ongoing instruction from the supervisor. As a result, daily production records were not always completed accurately or in full. Despite the documentation gaps, reviewers confirmed that all required meal components were in fact being offered by examining historical production records, reviewing menus, inventory, and observing meal service during the on‑site review.
