Complete the 2021-22 FFVP Application 
The U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program (FFVP) application season for 

the 2021-22 school year (SY) opened for North Carolina on May 20, 2021, with a brief timeframe for eligible 

elementary schools (in Local Education Agencies and for charter schools) to apply to participate for the 

coming school year.   
  
▪ Friday, May 28, 2021, 11:59 PM is the deadline for the 2021-22 FFVP online application to be 

completed/revised and "saved" in the School Nutrition Technology System (SNTS). School Nutrition 

administrators with "Application Entry" are the only ones that can access the 2021-22 FFVP online 

application housed in the SNTS. Please note that your responses to the FFVP School Proposal application 

questions "roll over" from the previous year (providing the school applied last year).  

▪ Friday, June 11, 2021, 5:00 PM is the deadline for the required documents with original signatures in 

blue ink to be submitted to Zoe McKay-Tucker, NCDPI, 1929 Wilton Circle, Raleigh, NC 27615-2538.
