The grain component for the menu item, NutriGrain bar, was recorded incorrectly on the production records. The production record and the recipe incorrectly credit the NutriGrain bar as a 2 oz eq grain. The NutriGrain bar provides 1 oz eq grain credit. A cheese 1 oz stick was provided as an accompaniment on the serving line but neither the production record or recipe suggested that pairing of menu items.

	Finding Detail 1: Required timesheet documentation and Personnel Activity Report documentation is not kept for this maintenance department employee to be paid with School Nutrition funds. Review of current dual employees indicates a maintenance employee has been added to the School Nutrition payroll for 50% of his work time.  Timesheets indicated he does not book time in the School Nutrition department.  Payroll indicates his salary and benefits are charged to the School Nutrition account for 50% of his pay.  Interview of the School Nutrition director reveals he checks in with her daily and works approximately 25% of his day completing tasks assigned.
Finding Detail 2: A 13th month adjustment added $2,713.24 to the fiscal year 2025 indirect cost total. The adjustment brought the fiscal year total to $150,288.84.  The adjusted total does not match the 2024-2025 FC-1A total of $147,575.60.
Finding Detail 3: The written Cash Management procedures were not available at Liberty Drive Elementary. The procedures uploaded to the School Nutrition Technology System specified a cashier is not allowed to run his/her own reports, however on the day of review, a cashier was observed running her own report.

	Finding Detail 1: The signed, revised, board-approved procurement plan cannot be located. A revised plan was presented to the board during the off-site preparation for this administrative review. The revised plan replaced references to the $150,000.00 board-approved small purchase threshold with the $90,000.00 federal threshold. The revised plan was presented to the board and was to be signed in a closed session. The School Nutrition Director never received the revised, signed procurement plan.
Finding Detail 2: Procurement procedures for micro purchases, small purchases and formal purchases were not available for review. Micro purchase and small purchase logs were not in use. All food and supply items purchased using School Nutrition Funds must follow written procedures and be procured according to program regulations to ensure free and open competition.
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
