	[bookmark: _Hlk25565556]Finding Detail 1: On the day of review, eighteen (18) non-allowable meals were identified during breakfast service, indicating noncompliance with established meal pattern requirements. Staff did not consistently ensure that all required meal components were selected and/or properly documented at the Point of Service.
Finding Detail 2: Production records contained inaccurate and inconsistent information. Reimbursable meal counts on production records exceeded the number of meals claimed because second meals and dropped/replacement meals were included but not identified as non-reimbursable. Although these meals were correctly excluded from the Point of Service (POS) system and the monthly claim, production records did not clearly distinguish meal types, resulting in documentation errors. Additional discrepancies were noted on February 10, 2026, when production records listed 320 fruit offerings for 446 meals claimed, while meal delivery tickets documented 714 fruit offerings. These inaccuracies did not affect reimbursement but reflect insufficient documentation practices that could lead to misreporting and future audit findings.

	Finding Detail: In the 2024-2025 school year, self-assessments were not administered and completed. Charter and Non-Public Schools operating the National School Lunch Program (NSLP) and the School Breakfast Program (SBP) are required to conduct two (2) program self-assessments of the meal counting and claiming systems used to document the service or reimbursable meals to students before November 1 and April 1 annually. However, issues were identified during the review, including that the Readily Observable General Areas section was not completed and that only one (1) self-assessment, completed on October 14, 2024, was conducted.

	Finding Detail: A Catering Contract was awarded for the 2025-2026 school year; however, smart snack items not specified on the original solicitation are being purchased without proper procurement. Sufficient contract oversight has not been provided allowing actions outside the terms and conditions to be implemented in the program.
