	Finding Detail: During the April 2026 month review, the following date revealed errors in meal counting and claiming that resulted in an overclaim. Rosters were compared to production records and daily meal counts. The production record indicates that seven (7) snacks were prepared for that day; however, only one (1) snack was served, while seven (7) snacks were claimed.
•April 22, 2026 – six (6) snacks
There is a potential reclaim for meal counting and claiming in the Afterschool Snack Program for six (6) snacks; the amount of the potential reclaim for April 2026 in the Afterschool Snack Program is $7.56. Since the total reclaim is less than the $600 reclaim threshold, the $7.56 reclaim amount will be disregarded.

	[bookmark: _Hlk25565556]Finding Detail 1: Production records during the month of review (April 2026) indicated multiple days in which fruit quantities appeared insufficient for the number of meals claimed, raising concerns about whether all required components were available to every student. Upon further review, this was determined to be a documentation error, specifically the omission of leftover fruit from lunch and/or failure to record additional fruit added to the service line. The planned fruit servings were aligned with the total number of reimbursable student meals intended to be offered. Additionally, on the day of review, it was observed that all students selected a fruit as part of a reimbursable meal.
Finding Detail 2: Production records during the month of review (April 2026) indicated a documentation error on April 21, 2026. Milk was not accurately recorded on the lunch production record; however, a review of the breakfast production records confirmed that sufficient milk was available for both meal services that day.
