What is Community Eligibility 

Provision (CEP)?
ÅSection 104(a) of the Healthy, Hunger Free Kids Act of 2010 

amended the National School Lunch Act to provide an 

alternative to household eligibility applications for free and 

reduced price meals in high poverty LEAs and schools.

Å CEP allows eligible schools to provide breakfast and lunch to 

all students free of charge without the burden of collecting and 

processing school meal applications.  Schools that have 

adopted CEP are reimbursed using a formula based on the 

percentage of enrolled students participating in other Federal 

assistance programs.
